Organic Angels now delivers throughout Melbourne with the key aim of the service to make healthy food accessible to all Melburnians, regardless of income.

A large proportion of Organic Angels’ customer base are parents and women in their late twenties through to early forties.

Customers order fruit or vegetables online with a few clicks of the mouse.  Organic groceries such as fresh bread, eggs, fair-trade tea, coffee and healthy children’s snacks are also available.

Scott and Sarah visit Melbourne’s organic markets at about 3 am on the morning of selected delivery days. They select the best produce for their customers which is boxed and then delivered straight away to homes and offices across Melbourne.

The business is continually growing through word of mouth and internet promotion. In 2009 Organic Angels were Finalists in the Victoria Telstra Business Awards for the Micro Business and Social Responsibility Categories.

Initially delivering to a small number of family and friends, the operation today now makes more than 150 deliveries a week and employs six casual staff.

Why go organic?   

Most people are aware that organic means foods and products grown and processed without the use of synthetically produced chemicals such as fertilizers, herbicides, fungicides or pesticides and are free from antibiotics and growth hormones.

Did you also know that…?

· Organic products are not genetically engineered or manipulated.

· Organic farming places greater emphasis on animal welfare. Animals are treated more humanely; stocking densities are lower which means less stress on the animal and free range is the norm. Certain cruel practices are prohibited (such as beak cutting); animals are not fed any growth-regulating drugs, steroids, hormones or antibiotics.

· Organic farming and production is better for the environment. Excessive use of chemicals and modern farming methods have led to a decline in soil fertility and an increase in salinity and blue-green algae in waterways over many years. Organic farmers try to minimise damage to the environment by using sustainable farming practices such as physical weed control and animal/green manure.

· Organic produce is better for you and more nutritious. Many people say that organic food tastes ‘as it used to’’.  Research has shown that organic food has more vitamins, antioxidants and nutrients.
